The inspection was carried out under Part XA Children Act 1989 as introduced by the Care Standards Act 2000 and, where nursery education is provided, under Schedule 26 of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998.

THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE PROVISION

Helping children achieve well and enjoy what they do

The provision is outstanding

Children have a very good range of resources made available to them. The organisation of the equipment is extensive that it encourages children to make their own choices. Inspiring opportunities are provided for children to experiment and makes choices, and activities are skilfully planned to provide for children to provide appropriate challenge for each child. For example, art and craft materials, a role play area with assorted multi cultural resources and story times that interest and motivate children to learn and develop.

Children are contented and happy to be in the provision and show a good level of enthusiasm in practical activities. Staff are continuously talking to the children and interacting with them as individuals or in small groups. Children are supported in their play and their learning opportunities are extended as a result.

Nursery Education

The quality of teaching and learning is outstanding
Children are extremely motivated through staff providing an excellent learning environment. They demonstrate a fulfilling understanding of the Foundation Stage of learning. Effective curriculum plans are used to support children in moving forward in all areas of learning. Staff have a comprehensive system in place to ensure children progress towards the Foundation Stage of learning. Written records identify how children are achieving the early learning goals.

Children speak very confidently to their peer and adults. Their listening skills are exceptionally good; take turns when speaking in large and small groups, negotiate well during role-play and express their imagined experiences. Children talk openly during circle time about themselves and their families. They express their ideas and experiences well using good vocabulary.
Nursery Education

The quality of teaching and learning is outstanding

Children are also able to develop very good knowledge and understanding of the world through the natural world.

Children have ample of space outdoors to move around and also have access to large play equipment to give them the opportunity to practise and develop their body skills. Children engage in a good range of physical activities that help them keep motivated, explore, move with confidence and develop their small muscle control co-ordination.

Helping children make a positive contribution

The provision is outstanding

Staff treat children with respect. Children have extensive opportunities to learn about the world around them through the use of books and the good range of resources and play materials that reflect positive images, such as books, picture posters, utensils and many of the dolls in the home corner.

Children with learning difficulties are fully integrated in all activities. 

Children are well behaved. They are encouraged to take control of their own learning, by selecting activities provided by staff. Children have a wide range of opportunities to develop and practice social skills, playing and learning together in small and large groups. They also work independently, showing excellent concentration and perseverance. Children’s spiritual, moral, social and cultural development is fostered.

Organisation

The organisation is outstanding

Children are cared for in a well organised and relaxed environment. Staff organise the provision very well and make good use of space and resources to create a stimulating orderly and supportive provision. Their aim is to create a friendly and secure environment in which children are happy and motivated to learn. Staff to children ratio is good and additional staff are available for children with learning difficulties or disabilities.
Leadership and management is outstanding. The manager has a substantial knowledge of the current practices to support children’s learning and development.

The planning and teaching techniques stimulate children’s thoughts and challenge. Activities interest children and develop their enthusiasm, skills and knowledge.
